Have you seen that new app for the iTouch?! It automatically schedules sleep for you every night so you don’t have to remember! Hang on dude I gotta go. (Back to camera) But nah, I could quit anytime, I just like to do it to pass the time…
Scene 5

Josh: It’s very easy to get addicted to technology. With the internet at your fingertips, online calendars, and games, it’s easy to see how someone could literally be dependent on them. Often, when college students get on campus, there is so much to do that students feel like they need to make time for every little thing, which often puts their closest friends and family at the bottom of their priority list.

[FADE IN]

(Text): Does homophobia hurt?

[FADE]

Postcard: I came home from doing volunteer work. My suitemates had written “**** is GAY” on my whiteboard, as if it was a bad thing.

[FADE]

Postcard: My roommate tells me I’m immoral on a daily basis because I’m a lesbian.

[FADE]

Postcard: I’m an RA, and my roommate requested a room change before ever meeting me when they found out I’m bisexual. 

[FADE]

Postcard: People call me a lesbian, and my roommate ignores me, just because I advocate for LGBT rights.

[FADE]

Postcard: On an evaluation, a resident wrote, “At least my RA isn’t a flaming homosexual like my Residence Director.” 

[FADE]

Postcard: After I finally moved out, my suitemates wrote on my whiteboard “the faggot is finally gone.”

[FADE]

Postcard: My suitemates would call each other “gay” and “faggot” constantly, even though they knew I’m gay.

[FADE]

Postcard: I hung an HRC sticker on my window, and it got ripped down. I put up another one, and the same thing happened, for several weeks. Finally I put up one on the inside of my door.

Postcard: One of my suitemates had a GLBT Center water bottle in their window, with a sign that said “Fag cup: Don’t drink from here.”

[FADE]

Postcard: My friends and I were leaving our building, and my girlfriend and I were holding hands. People on a balcony several stories up starting yelling “dykes” and “fags,” and then started throwing water bottles at us. We didn’t try to report it.

Postcard: People scratched “FAG” into my door and keyed my car. I’m scared to go anywhere by myself.

(Text): All of these stories are based on the experiences of students at colleges and universities in North Carolina.

(Text): Discrimination towards lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender people happens every day, especially on college campuses. 

(Text): Sometimes it is violent and makes headlines…

(Text): But more often it is subtle—a single word or comment.

(Text): Either way, it can have devastating impacts on its targets.

(Text): So…

(Text): The real question isn’t whether homophobia hurts…
