So I’m on rounds, super chill, 11:00, just kind of cruising around, popping in, and saying hi to people. I get to this one room and it’s like…stereotypical party. So I knock. Classic…no one answers. I knock again and someone comes to the door. A girl opens the door and is like, “oh my gosh, what’s going on?” 

“Well, it smells like pot and alcohol and it’s a little noisy. Mind if I come in?”

You never think that training is actually what you’re going to do…but that’s the point of it. It’s T-R-A-I-N-I-N-G…not ‘pointless exercises that don’t prepare you for anything’. It all came in handy: everything about assessing the situation, making sure everyone is under control, people are here, everyone’s in the room, no one is jumping off a balcony or propelling off the side of a building. 

Anyway, security came. We dealt with the situation. Then I go and write up an incident report. I’ve got to be objective…just write what I saw: the facts. I have to write it all down, document it, so that people know that it happened. 


So that was that. I took care of it. Other than that, it’s just another night.
