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1. Opening Scene:

MUSIC:  

· “The Final Countdown” by Europe

· “Good Vibration” by Marky Mark & Funky Bunch

INT. DIVERSITY TELEVISION STUDIO – NIGHT

ANCHOR:  

“Hey, diversity fans!  Welcome to DTV, Diversity Television-we’ve got your down and dirty diversity update, highlights for the day.  We’ve got Jose on the field, our referee correspondent. We’re gonna check in the- Mean Girls vs. The World. Jose, are you with us?”

INT. CAMPUS COFFEE HOUSE – AFTERNOON the day before

MEAN GIRL 1 and MEAN GIRL 2 are in line at the Campus Coffee house. They are in line behind an INTERNATIONAL STUDENT who is having difficulty making her order.

REFEREE VOICEOVER: 

Hey Jenny! You are right the game is getting tough. As the mean girls continue to break through the worlds line of defense, there is no doubt they will not stop until they have offended everyone they see. Let’s see what kind of trouble they can get into here…

MEAN GIRL 1 says to MEAN GIRL 2:

“Good grief. Can you understand a word that she is saying?”

MEAN GIRL 2 says to MEAN GIRL 1:

“No. I mean is she trying to order coffee or pick up her dry cleaning? Move along.”

REFEREE enters into the scene in front of mean girls, blows the whistle and raises the yellow card to them.

REFEREE says: 

“Diversity Foul.  Intentional Racial Profiling”

2. INT. DIVERSITY TELEVISION STUDIO – NIGHT

ANCHOR:  

“Oooh…tough call!  I have to agree Jose, not looking good for the Mean Team tonight!  We’re gonna bring you a diversity quick fact from one of sponsors. More than 580 thousand international students are currently enrolled on campuses nationwide. Five hundred and eighty thousand international students! Oh, we’re receiving word now, we’re gonna head back. The Mean Team is in action. Jose, are you there?  Do we have some more footage?”

INT. STUDENT CENTER LAWN – DAYTIME

MEAN GIRL 1 and MEAN GIRL 2 are walking to class. As they pass the front of the Student Center they fall behind a Nontraditional Student. NONTRAD is walking slowly, holding up traffic and pulling a wheeley backpack.

REFEREE VOICEOVER: 

Jenny, I don’t know if you can see all this from the conference table outside the stadium, but it’s about to get rough in here.  

MEAN GIRL 2 says to MEAN GIRL 1:

“…because the walk so slow!”

MEAN GIRL 1 responds

“I mean, really, do we have to leave 30 minutes early-just to get to class? Unnecessary!  Some people are just too freakin’ old to be on campus”

MEAN GIRL 2 says to MEAN GIRL 1:

“Amen, sister!”

REFEREE enters into the scene in front of mean girls, blows the whistle and raises the yellow card to them.
REFEREE says:

“Diversity Foul. Intentional Racial Profiling”

3. INT. DIVERSITY TELEVISION STUDIO – NIGHT

ANCHOR: 

“What do you say sports fans? I agree with Jose – I think there is a little room for improvement there for the Mean Team. According to the NCES (National College Educational Statistics) more than 73 percent of students are considered nontraditional today. Seventy-three percent! Oh-once more, we’re going to tune into Jose. We’ve got another play to catch up on. Jose, ya ready?”

INT. RESIDENCE HALL LOBBY - EVENING

MEAN GIRL 1 and MEAN GIRL 2 are sitting on the sofas in the lobby area. A young, bearded and burly man, wearing worn clothing walks into their line of vision. He is escorted out of the residence hall by a young woman.

REFEREE VOICEOVER:  

“Yes, Jenny, I am.  And here come the girls now I don’t know what their plan is, but they seem to be taking some time out in the lobby. Let’s check in with them now and see what is going on…”

MEAN GIRL 1 says to MEAN GIRL 2:

“Did you see that freaking hippie?! I though his kind only existed in the 60s!”

MEAN GIRL 2 says to MEAN GIRL 1:

“Yeah, it looks like he just got off the commune – like where he grows his own food and stuff!  He smelled so bad.  He probably hasn’t taken a shower in days!  

REFEREE enters into the scene in front of mean girls, blows the whistle and raises the yellow card to them.
REFEREE says:

“Diversity Foul.  Intentional Racial Profiling”

4. Final scene: INT. DIVERSITY TELEVISION STUDIO – NIGHT

ANCHOR: 

“Ouch!  Insensitive name calling!  Okay, looks like this game may be over for the Mean Team. Jose, can you get in hear and give us some expert advice? Your expertise on where these girls went wrong and whether or not they’re gonna be throwing in the towel?”

REFEREE: 

“You’re right, Jenny! The Mean Team definitely dropped the ball on that one! They needed to be more focused with an attitude of acceptance, awareness, and respect. That’s my two cents.  Back to you.”

ANCHOR:  

“Thanks Jose for your time and calls tonight. Your expertise and good calls out there on the field tonight.  I know some of those were tough. Tonight we’d like to thank you for joining us for the down and dirty diversity update.  I’m Jenny Kyle signing off, but first, we’d like to leave you with this final thought…What we tolerate, we encourage.  And we here at DTV would like to encourage you all to get out there into the game of life and play fair!”
