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Scene 1: “That’s So Gay”

[Billy, Extra 1, and Extra 2 are standing outside of their residence hall]
Extra 1: Man that class homework we got today…

Billy: Oh, it’s so GAY.

[Extra 1 looks uncomfortable, but no one says anything. Captain Challenge and Sidekick Support fly in from off screen]

Captain Challenge: Hey Billy!

Billy: Who are you?

Captain Challenge: Captain Challenge.

Sidekick Support: And Sidekick Support!

Captain Challenge: What do you mean by “that’s so gay”?

Billy: Oh. I mean that it’s dumb. You know, that it’s stupid. I mean, I can say whatever I want to. I have freedom of speech.

Sidekick Support: Well Billy, although you do have freedom of speech, that right comes with responsibility. How do you think that makes gay people feel?

Billy: Well, it’s no big deal. They know what I mean.

Extra 1: Well Billy, I’m one of those people, and it makes me feel bad.

Extra 2: Yeah, and I ain’t gay and, well, I don’t like it either.

Billy: Oh. Wow. I didn’t realize that I was hurting people’s feelings. I’m sorry. Thank you Captain Challenge, Support.

[All put hands in center]

All: The challenge is yours!

Scene 2: “They’re Like Genetically Awesome”

[Extra 1 and Billy are studying in their residence hall lounge]

Billy: Man, I wish I was Asian. They always get good grades.

Extra 1: I know. They’re like genetically awesome. There’s this Chinese kid in my chem lab. He always gets the right answers.

[Captain Challenge and Sidekick Support fly in from off screen]

Captain Challenge: Is that a stereotype I hear?

Billy: No. It’s a good thing.

Sidekick Support: Even though it sounds like a good thing, positive stereotypes can be harmful too. What do you think can happen when you assume something about an entire group of people?

Extra 1: Well, I mean, they might always get called on during lecture.

[Aha!]

Billy: And they might have to do all the work in a group.

[Aha!]

Extra 1: Or they might be expected to get straight A’s and then the teacher gives them an extra hard time.

[Aha!]

Captain Challenge: It just shows that positive stereotypes no longer respect the individual.

Sidekick Support: Positive stereotypes can be bad too. 

Billy: Is that a towel cape?

Captain Challenge: Why yes it is. Thank you. Bye.

[Captain Challenge and Sidekick Support fly off screen]
